As | sometimes fly both flags due to Eileen being an American, | found on
the US government site how to fly the US flag on a motorcycle, whereas the Canadian site did not have anything
for motorcycles, just cars. After sending away an email to the Canadian Government, | have confirmation on how
to fly two flags, as | received the following in an email from the Information and Distribution Officer, State
Ceremonial, Canadian Heritage office of the Canadian Government: “When flying two flags on your motorbike in
Canada (Canadian flag and the U.S. Flag), if you were astride your bike, facing the front of the motorcycle, the
Canadian flag should be on your right and the U.S. flag on your left. When in the U.S., as a courtesy to their
country, you should fly the U.S. flag on the right hand side, as recommended.” My flags are now in the proper
position, and | guess next time | am going to be in the U.S. for a ride | will have to switch up the flags once | cross
the border.
